4. Minutes of the last meeting 

The minutes from the 8th May were approved and signed.
5. Matters Arising

GB reported:
· Consultation 3 The drop-in events on 19th and 20th May went ahead at the Watlington Club as planned.  The possibility of holding the event on the Saturday at The Paddock was not followed up because of lack of time to organise it.  Peter Richardson had attended the event at the sports field on 14th May and had handed out flyers giving details of the final consultation events.
· The Design Guide is now published on the website for comment.
· The Views document is not yet ready for publication - some changes need to be made to the format so that the document can be posted on the website.
· Equalities Impact Assessment has been added in to the Basic Conditions Statement.  The updated document is on the website.
· Update on Chalgrove Airfield - HCA meeting has been deferred to 3rd July, 2pm in the Town Hall.  It is understood that the HCA is arranging meetings with all the villages affected by the Chalgrove development proposals.
· Annual Parish Meeting The presentation was made.

· Pyrton NDP Peter Canavan has advised the WNDP Forum on the provision of information for WPC to use in formulating its response to the Pyrton pre-submission consultation.   GB reported that Peter Canavan has asked for an extension to the WNDP consultation period so that SODC can consider the Watlington and Pyrton NDPs together.  The extension date would be 16th June in line with the date of the Pyrton consultation period.    
GB handed out Notes on the consultation on the Pyrton NDP prepared by the WNDP Forum Coordination Group.  MR pointed out that b(ii) needed amending to ensure that land is safeguarded for the new road i.e. green space with a country road through it. 
· Proposed:  GBs report be passed to Full Council with comments pointing out the conflict between WNDP and PNDP after TJ has made amendments. 
Resolved:   Unanimous

6. NP Forum Update 

Update on Consultation 3 
GB and PR gave out the statistics gathered from the responses from the WDP questionnaire. There had been a good response. 1200 questionnaires had been delivered and there had been 516 replies, of which 88% were in support of the plan. 
Resolved:  To publish the key results on website etc. – unanimous.

There were also 1100 comments, which need to be analysed and prepared in a separate report. GB and PR presented a strategy proposal for how they would be able to do this, which would entail considerable inputting work and may require extra labour to enable the results to be reported to the July meeting.  GB handed out notes with a sample of the sort of comments made both online, via the written questionnaire and by letter. 
Resolved:  To accept the proposed strategy for categorisation of the comments - unanimous.

Update on 3 planning issues
I) 23/5
Meeting with Archstone re Site A (WAT11/12) – they intend to enter a planning application end of    June / beginning of July. First homes should be ready Spring 2019 if successful.
ii)  WAT 1 application – notes passed around by GB listing WNDP Forum objections to this. This was not a preferred site in WNDP
iii) Providence land now represent Sites B and C (and PYR 2). A map showing an indicative route for the re-aligned B4009 through the sites was circulated. 
iv) Amendments to the Terms of Reference for the WNDP Forum and for the Steering Committee were noted – a paper to be written for strategy committee regarding possible future engagement of the Forum in WNDP delivery and monitoring. 
vi) GB circulated an update on the current study on the town centre Traffic Impact Assessment. Comments on this were invited.
